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Project Sheets 

Introduction 

Project sheets have been created for the funded roadway and bicycle/pedestrian projects within the vision plan 
to aid the implementation of the Horizon 2040 regional vision. The project sheets aim to show slightly more 
detail on the project recommendations, and are designed to be used by local governments and 
GPATS to solicit funding and implementation of specific projects.  As a planning level study, it is not the intent of 
the Horizon 2040 to provide extensive project description. Instead, the plan outlines expected improvements 
that have been factored into the financially-constrained plan. The following points are emphasized: 
 

¶ Probable costs reflect 2017 cost estimates for consistency. Actual costs during the year of expenditure 

have been taken into account for fiscal constraint purposes, and are shown within the plan. 

¶ Existing operational characteristics (traffic volume and congestion) were derived primarily from the 

2015 GPATS Regional Travel Demand Model. 

¶ Future operational characteristics represent projected operations along the roadway or at the 

intersection in 2040 following the implementation of the recommended projects. 

¶ The Regional Travel Demand Model is intended to be a tool for regional analysis. 

¶ Travel Demand Model data at the corridor or intersection level should only be used for planning-level 

purposes. 

¶ Other data sources include information provided by SCDOT, local transit services, and GPATS. 

¶ The highlighted cross-sections and recommended improvements are illustrative only, and are likely to 

be significantly altered as the project moves through the engineering and design phases. 

The location maps on the project sheets highlight intersection projects in blue circles, widening projects as red 

lines, access management projects as blue lines, and corridor improvements projects as orange lines.  

The project sheets also include icons indicating which Horizon 2040 Guiding Statements are relevant to each 

project. The Guiding Statements were developed to provide direction for the plan and ultimately, the 

recommendations included in the plan. The Guiding Statements are:
